  (A) have demonstrated the ability to disseminate research on best practices for implementing workforce investment programs; and 
  (B) be a national leader in producing cutting-edge research on technology related to workforce investment systems under subtitle B. 
  (3) Services The postsecondary educational institution that receives a grant under this subsection shall use such grant— 
  (A) to provide technical assistance to entities that receive grants under subsection (a); 
  (B) to collect and nationally disseminate the data gathered by entities that receive grants under subsection (a); and 
  (C) to disseminate best practices identified by the Secretary.
