SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE.

This Act may be cited as the “Improving Safe Care

2. BEST PRACTICES FOR DEVELOPMENT OF PLANS OF

SAFE CARE.

Section 103(b) of the Child Abuse Prevention and

Treatment Act (42 U.S.C. 5104(b)) is amended—

(1) by redesignating paragraphs (5) through
(8) as paragraphs (6) through (9), respectively; and

(2) by inserting after paragraph (4), the fol-
lowing:

“(5) maintain and disseminate information
about the best practices relating to the development
of plans of safe care as desceribed in section
106(b)(2)(B)(111) for infants born and identified as
being affected by illegal substance abuse or with-
drawal symptoms, or a Fetal Alcohol Spectrum Dis-
order;”.

“(C) site visits, as may be necessary to
carry out such monitoring; and

“(D) information available in the State’s
Annual Progress and Services Report most re-
cently submitted under section 1357.16 of title
45, Code of Federal Regulations (or successor

regulations).”.
